Update -Video Surveillance System

After many months of research, meetings, discussions, newsletter articles, and the collection of money from homeowners,

the installation of a video camera surveillance system in BTW is expected to commence during March and will take
approximately one month to become operational. However, we are back to the original proposal to use DSL or cable high
-speed internet service to connect the cameras to the internet. There will not be a Wi -Fi network for BTW at this time. The
Wi-Fi provider proved to be unable to provide a consistently strong enough signal to our neighborhood to ensure that the
camera images would not be lost. The Board considered other Wi  -Fi alternatives, but the cost was deemed excessive.

We will continue to monitor the advances in this technology to see if it would be appropriate for us to change at some

future date.

The surveillance cameras are motion activated and the images recorded will be stored on Omni -Watch Systems (the
installer of the cameras) computers located in Dallas. The recorded pictures on all the cameras can be easily reviewed
fromOmni-Wat chds web site. However, the BTW Homeowners AssoO
system via the internet will be limited to volunteer homeowners who complete a course called Volunteers in Patrol (VIP)
sponsored by the Dallas Police Department. The VIP program provides useful information and tips for neighborhood
crime watch programs. The course requires a criminal background check and attendance at a 5 hour class on a Saturday
in North Dallas. Also, Omni Watch will hold a 2 -3 hour workshop to familiarize volunteers on how to view and retrieve
video images on their website. The time requirements for the VIP program are expected to be minimal. The primary job
will be to help retrieve and evaluate recorded images on any criminal incidents in BTW. If you are interested, please call
Dennis Ardizzoni at 972 -380-9008 for more information.
